The 
camp is on a time schedule and will be unable to postpone proceedings 
due to late arrivals 

• Places will not be reserved until payment has been made in full. 

• All payments are final and are non refundable. 

•  Parents and guardians must ensure that they supply all necessary items 
for the day as outlined by the camp. 

• Parents and guardians must supply all necessary information required on 
the application form. 

• All correspondence will be done via email unless a parent or guardian 
specifically requests otherwise 

• Where every effort will be made to ensure that children do not lose 
anything, their belongings are their own responsibility and Puddle lane 
adventure camp accepts no responsibility for lost items. 

• We ask that your child does not carry money with them. The camp will be 
very physical and money could easily be lost from pockets.

Puddle Lane Adventure Camp Child Protection Policy 

 

Puddle Lane believes that every child, regardless of age has at all times and in 
all situations, a right to feel safe and protected from any situation or practice 
that results in a child being physically or psychologically damaged. 

 

All Puddle Lane Adventure Camp staff will; 

 Hold a register of every child involved with the group and have a contact 
name and two phone numbers in case of emergencies. 

 In the event of any accident, the leader will keep a log of events with 
dates, times and actions taken which parents will sign. 

 Treat everyone with respect. 
 Provide an example that we would wish others to follow. 
 Conduct activities with more than one adult present. 
 Respect a child's right to personal privacy. 
 Encourage children to respect and care for others. 
 Take action to stop any inappropriate verbal or physical behaviour. 
 Ensure that parents or named guardians collect the children after 

classes. 
 In the event of a child not being picked up by their parent/guardian we 

will contact one of the emergency contacts. If there is no response, we 
will contact the child protection division of Social Services and ask for 
advice from the Duty Officer. 

 

Puddle Lane Adventure Camp accept that it is our responsibility to check that 
all members of staff are Garda Vetted and we will have at least two written and 

verbal references for each staff member. We will also note all previous 
experience of staff in working with children.  

Puddle Lane Adventure camp is insured with Kidd Insurance ltd. 

 

The camp leader will be present at all times and will carry an emergency 
phone, register and accident report book as well as all contacts and 

information for the children
